Newspapers 

Children should prepare five draft stories in five groups.

Pictures can be taken on the day - but people or materials need to be available.  We can take pictures of pictures !!!!

Stories should be about 80/100 words in length, containing a headline using alliteration.  Each story should have the who, what, where, when how and why.  Stories should either be true or fiction, (don’t mix the two.), they should have by lines (first names of children) checked spelling and use of punctuation.

During the introduction to the day - if the computer room is available - we can surf the internet for news and carry a news reader simulation.

The theme of the paper can be based on a subject or visit.  We shall produce an A3 full colour newspaper using five picture stories.

Get the children to decide on a newspaper name, and some ideas for the masthead, i.e. price, edition etc.

I should arrive between 9am-9.30am.

Time table 9am- 10.20am : Set up and explain the day.

Look at examples of other schools newspapers.

Break till 10.40am : Briefing for newspaper, allocate stories in five groups.

Take pictures and begin to draft story.

12noon Lunch

1pm. : Finish the story writing and checking.

Each group comes in turn to input the story.  I will already have placed the pictures on the template.

2.30pm Deadline for 1st edition

3.00.pm Print draft newspaper and check for errors and take picture of children with 1st edition

3.15pm. Final print run for 2nd edition

Copies can be made in B/W the next day.

Evaluation sheets handed out. Please have other work ready for groups waiting to input and for those who have completed.
