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“What the Papers Say”
The provisional programme needs to be discussed in detail with the lead teacher 

The day starts by a short overview of tabloid and broadsheet demographics for national, regional and local newspapers and styles of writing for targeted audiences. 

Moving on to writing formula and style.  
 

The group could be divided up in pairs/trios, and each assigned to read through that day's newspapers to get a feel of topical stories from national, regional and local newspapers.  I shall bring these with me.  

They can surf the net for the international and national dimensions if required.  Each pair is given a topic i.e. Sport, National, International, Regional, Economics, Technology/Science etc.  

After lunch they have to put a power point presentation together to present "What The Papers Said" about the issue they have been allocation with.   The audience can then judge and make constructive comments on their research, style and overall performance.  

 

Equipment needed : Computer Room with interactive white board/projecter and internet connection.  Computer for each pair/trio to access the internet and design their presentation.  Each laptop presentation can be saved to the server ready for the interaction white board to project for judging.  Timings need firming up and we need to know if the students can use Power Point.  

Hopefully this activity will support their GCSE/A Level assignment work.  This is just a rough concept but having used it before it proved popular with students, giving them creative, team and individual and presentation skills - to gain a greater understanding of newspapers for media studies.
