RULES OF COMPETITION

· Open to all youth groups catering for the under sixteen years olds.

Guides, Brownies, Rainbows, Scouts, Cubs, Beavers, Boys Brigade, Local Community Groups, etc. 

· All members of that group can participate, i.e. youth leaders, helpers,etc

· All youth groups must register on the official form and receive their official registration number

· Each HFRA referral will count towards the final total for each group.

Although this initiative is targeted at the over 60’s community, it should not be forgotten that all residents of Merseyside are eligible for an HFRA.  To take account of this, the following points allocation system will be used to decide the winner.

Each HFRA referral for the 60’s+ age group will receive 10 points.

Each HFRA referral for the under 60’s age group will receive 2 points

· Each group must forward each completed referral forms in one of the prescribed ways as detailed on each referral form.

******** IMPORTANT ********

The initiative is to provide referrals from within each groups community area or extended family, for the safety of the youth group members and to respect the over 60’s the following is not permitted under any circumstances.

· COLD CALLING, i.e. KNOCKING ON PEOPLES DOORS

· FILLING IN REFERRAL FORMS WITHOUT THE KNOWLEDGE OF THE PERSON CONCERNED

· ANY DEVIATION FROM THE RULES COULD LEAD TO THE DISQUALIFICATION OF THE GROUP
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What is a Home Fire Risk Assessment

· Fire Service personnel will carry out the Home Fire Risk Assessment (HFRA).

· It will not be an intrusion in to people’s homes or lives.

· It offers the Fire Service the opportunity to identify and reduce risks from fire.

· It takes about 15 to 20 minutes; free smoke detectors may be fitted.

· Appointments will be made at times convenient to the occupier.

· Practical firefighting using fire extinguishers on live fires

· Practical firefighting using  fire hoses

· Using Breathing Apparatus in smoke conditions
